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Implementmg Waco s payday loan ordinance

In February, the Waco
City Council passed an or-
dinance regulating the
payday and auto title lend-
ing industry (Credit Access
Businesses or CABs) after a
campaign led by a coalition
of individuals, churches,
and organizations rang-
ing from the AARP to the
NAACP known as Citizens
for Responsible Lending
(CRL). The CRL coordinated
a public hearing in Decem-
ber and a letter writing
campaign urging individu-
al councilpersons to vote
“yes” in January. The CAB
ordinance went into effect
in August, 2016.

Now that Waco has a
CAB ordinance, the next
stage begins—implementa-
tion. If the ordinance is to
have the positive results

Here is an overview of
the CAB ordinance. First,
every agreement between
the CAB and a consumer
must be written in the con-

ber of times a loan can be
renewed or rolled over to
three and the number of in-
stallments to four. Fourth,
payments for each install-
ment or renewal must re-
duce the loan principal by
twenty-five percent. Fifth,

seventy percent of vehicle’s
retail value. Finally, CABs
shall provide consumer
credit counseling informa-
tion to customers.

In part three, | mentioned
that twins named Jacob and
Esau were born to Rebekah
after Isaac pleaded with God
to open her womb so that she
could conceive.

(Genesis 32:27, 28). Israel had
twelve sons, one of whom was
named Joseph, who was sold
into slavery by his jealous broth-
ers (Genesis 37:1-36).

“In time, Joseph and all of his
brothers died, ending that entire
generation. But their descen-
dants, the Israelites, had many
children and grandchildren. In
fact, they multiplied so greatly
that they became extremely
powerful and filled the land.

“Eventually, a new king came
to power in Egypt who knew
nothing about Joseph or what
he had. He said to his people,
‘Look, the people of Israel now
outnumber us and are stronger
than we are. We must make a
plan to keep them from grow-

ing even more. If we don't, and
if war breaks out, they will join
our enemies and fight against us.
Then they will escape from the
country.

“So the Egyptians made the
Israelites their slaves. They ap-
pointed brutal slave drivers over
them, hoping to wear them
down with crushing labor. They
forced them to build the cities
of Pithom and Rameses as sup-
ply centers for the king. But the
more the Egyptians oppressed
them, the more the Israelites
multiplied and spread, and the
more alarmed the Egyptians be-

came. So the Egyptians worked
the people of Israel without mer-
cy. They made their lives bitter,
forcing them to mix mortar and
make bricks and do all the work
in the fields. They were ruthless
in all their demands.

“Then Pharaoh, the king of
Egypt, gave this order to the He-
brew midwives, Shiphrah and
Puah: ‘When you help the He-
brew women as they give birth,
watch as they deliver. If the baby
is a boy, kill him; if it is a girl, let
her live. But because the mid-
wives feared God, they refuses
to obey the king’s orders. They
allowed the boys to live, too.

“So the king of Egypt called
for the midwives. “Why have you
done this?’ he demanded. ‘Why
have you allowed the boys to
live?’

“The Hebrew women are
not like the Egyptians women,’
the midwives replied. ‘They are
more vigorous and have their
babies so quickly that we cannot
get there in time.

“So God was good to the mid-
wives, and the Israelites contin-
ued to multiply, growing more
and more powerful. And because
the midwives feared God, he
gave them families of their own.

“Then Pharaoh gave this order
to all his people. ‘Throw every
newborn Hebrew boy into the

Nile River. But you may let the
girls live” (Exodus 1:6-22).

“History merely repeats it-
self. It has all been done before.
Nothing under the sun is truly
new” (Ecclesiastes 1:9).
