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Thomas brings "Road to Damascus"
for troubled youth in Waco

 The book of Acts is a 
story of tested faith, re-
demption, and God’s re-
vealed purpose for Paul. 
God leads the apostle on 
a life changing journey. 
Mia Thomas, founder of 
“Road to Damascus” is 
an organization with a 
similar purpose for mis-
guided youth. It’s a non-
profit Christian organi-
zation designed to help 
troubled youth get back 
on the right track.

Mia Thomas didn’t 
build “Road to Damas-
cus” from the ground-up 
overnight. According to 
Thomas, God took her 
through her own life-
changing journey.

“As a teenager I made 
bad choices,” Thomas 
explained. “I also know 
what it’s like to be told I 
wouldn’t amount to any-
thing.”

Thomas is an Atlanta 
native but grew up in 
Jessup, Georgia. She 
comes from a military, 
single-parent home. 
Her mother remarried 
and her family moved to 
Waco. She says as a teen 
she began to act out.

“I would say peer-
pressure and me doing 
what I wanted to do was 
a reason I acted out,” 
said Thomas.

Thomas says her 
“change in the right 
direction” came when 
she got involved in the 
criminal justice field at 
age 18.

“I got to see firsthand 
how people were treated 
on the other end of the 
jail bars,” she said.

Little did she know 
her experiences work-
ing with the Sheriff ’s 

department, substance 
abuse programs, cor-
rectional facilities, 
and juvenile detention 
centers would develop 
her passion for help-
ing people change their 
lives.

Once her own per-
sonal “Road to Da-
mascus” became clear, 
Thomas new she had to 
continue touching the 
lives of others in Waco, 
but in a more impactful 
way.

“I’ve had to overcome 
so many obstacles, and 
I want to help others 
overcome their own,” 
Thomas said. “God 
showed me I needed 
o do this. Road to Da-
mascus came to me in 
a vision.”

Thomas put her “vi-
sion” into work. Road to 
Damascus is a resource 
center and transitional 
home that targets kids 
ages 11-18 who have 
behavioral problems.

Their mission state-
ment is to implement 
spiritual solutions 
through Christian in-

To date, EOAC 
has served several citizens 
there, helping as many as 
51 in one day alone.

The EOAC Waco Char-
ter School has collected 
clothes and supplies for 
individuals and delivered. 
The Head Start staff has 
bought water for West 
and delivered through 
HOTCOG.

Individuals in our pro-
grams are taking up funds 
to provide assistance on 
their own.

EOAC will continue to 
have staff in West, provid-
ing the assistance of its 
programs based upon abil-
ities with funding sources. 
“The good thing about 
what we do,” says John 
Key, Executive Director, “is 
that we will still be around 
a year from now if we are 
needed.”

terventions so that youth 
will become empowered, 
independent, and law 
abiding citizens.

Once misbehaving chil-
dren wind up in court, 
they are recommended to 
the program. The organi-
zation helps children with 
truancy issues in school, 
criminal records, and self-
esteem issues.

According to Thomas 
the program began with 
eight people serving on a 
board, and was a one-stop 
resource center. Thomas 
explained the foundation 
has taken off since then.

“We have several dif-
ferent programs to offer 
our youth,” Thomas said. 
“We have drop-out pre-
vention and self-esteem 
programs, group sessions, 
and transportation assis-
tance.”

Thanks to a partner-
ship with the Shepherd’s 
Heart Food Pantry, vouch-
ers for food, clothing, and 
other house-hold items 
can be given to the youth 
who are in need.

The kids are also given 
the chance to participate 
in a mentorship program.                

“Children really need 
to be heard and are of-
ten misunderstood,” she 
said. “We have a program 
called “I am listening”,

where we give children a 
mentor to counsel them.”

Once a child completes 
the program a special 
graduation dinner for the 
kids and their families is 

held. Should the child re-
peat an offense he or she 
can be readmitted into 
the foundation.   Road to 
Damascus also gives their 
youth the option of staying 
into the program longer.

In Acts, Paul was blind-
ed and had to walk by faith 
in order for God to show 
Paul His will and purpose.

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Reshaping the African American experience in education for males

Phyllis Jones

In December of 2012, the 
annual Texas State Higher 
Education Summit on Black 
Males was held in Austin. On 
the agenda was an in depth 
look at the experiences af-
fecting African American 
males in the educational sys-
tem.     Phyllis Jones, Texas 
State Conference NAACP 
Education Chair, and host 
for the KISS FM 103.1 ra-
dio broadcast show, Com-
munity Connection attended 
the summit. After attending 
the summit, Phyllis took 
immediate action.   Know-
ing what needed to be done 
to affect meaningful and 
lasting changes for African 
American males, she needed 
committed African American 
men.   

David Woodberry, Direc-
tor of Program Coordinator 
for Communities In Schools, 
answered the call.   Malcolm 
Adair and   Frank Smith, 
work in similar fields in dif-
ferent cities.   Never having 
met one another, they agreed 
to commit their efforts to-
wards actively challenging 
the status quo in an effort 
to create a shift in the way 
African American males see 
their roles.  T.J. Carson dedi-
cated his time, Judge Greg 
Simmons.  Rodney Duckett, a 
historian, was ready for a col-
laborative challenge.   Steve 
Johnson, community advo-
cate dedicated his efforts, and 
so did Raymond Goosby, who 
made it clear that before you 
invest your time instructing 
males, they have to believe 
your efforts are genuine.  He 
states, “You can’t move for-
ward with youth if you don’t 
have one seated at the table.”  
Raymond fills that seat.   

A group of men who had 
never met before were ready 
to gather their resources 
and   form a coalition for 
the  community with a com-
mon vision.   They believe in 
what they have committed 
to do and distance is not a 
deterrent.   Each Sunday in 
February, at 8:00AM, Phyllis 
Jones mediated as the panel 
of visionaries had candid con-
versations with the audience 
on a subject entitled, “Re-
shaping The African Ameri-
can Experience for Males” 
According to Ms Jones, text 
messages, the phones, and 
social networks continued 
the conversations.   By the 
second week, more listeners 
tuned in eager to learn how 
to shift the chasm in educa-
tion that was caused by sys-
tematic racism.   Education 
touches and intersects every 
part of our lives.   It affects 

interactions, democracy, and 
the economy. The panel fo-
cused on education as it re-
lates to the community, the 
home, and the church.

In researching the Afri-
can American experiences 
for males, many of the expe-
riences were similar.   They 
were not specific to one or 
two regions, clothing didn’t 
matter, and the interactions 
were not based on specific 
actions that would cause one 
to fear or mistrust.   The con-
ditioning effects of fear based 
on gender and race, has sys-
tematically seeped into the 
American consciousness, and 
the African American male 
is aware of the insidious 
reality from childhood.   It’s 
experienced directly, and/or 
indirectly, and easily identi-
fiable.   Before reshaping, it 
is important to take a look 
at some of the experiences 
first experienced by actions.  
Some, of the experiences are 
so familiar, so common, that 
it has become expected, and 
in some instances, a normal 
pattern of social behaviors.  
The discussion is not an easy 
one, neither is the work.  The 
magnitude of completely fix-
ing what is broken will take 
years, and it starts now.

The African American 
Experience In 

Education
In education, a pre-school 

system is designed to tell 
kids their worth and they 
are grouped accordingly.  The 
fast learners, average learn-
ers, and those who will need 
more opportunities to learn 
are separated.   The process 
of value based separations 
continues and the ones who 
fall behind will be grouped 
together and fall even more 
behind.   One member of the 
panel explained, “when a 
system benefits financially 
based on a child’s education-
al worth, it is a system that 
is twisted and contorted.”  
The pipeline begins.   The 
male birth population is a 
determining factor used for 
building and funding jails 
instead of classrooms in 
public schools.   

The coded language to 
suggest a child is African 
American is understood.   A 
white child may be “having 
a rough time…troubled…
need a little understand-
ing to get through…hit a 
bump…given some time in 
ISS (in school suspension)”  
whereas, a black or brown 
child is, “lazy…a trouble 
maker…thug…is going to be 
suspended.”

A preschool male enters 

school filled with ambition 
and curiosity.   He’s smart, 
and proud of his accom-
plishments, talented, and 
harmless. Between the ages 
of 8 and 10, his curiosity is 
viewed as challenging au-
thority.   His movements be-
come a distraction, and the 
joy that once greeted him in 
earlier years has ceased to 
exist.  In middle school, that 
same male is still intelligent, 
but the pride in his accom-
plishments is suppressed. 
His sharing of accomplish-
ments are called bragging, 
arrogant, and viewed as 
something to loathe.   He is 
publically humiliated and 
ridiculed for the benefit of 
classmates to see, and he 
knows not one adult will risk 
helping him out of fear of be-
ing bullied by adult peers.  
At this point, if not before, 
he begins being treated as 
if he is less than everyone 
else around him.  When he is 
hurt or sick, his pain does not 
warrant a visit to the nurse 
with the same urgency given 
to a white child.  The scenar-
io has occurred between sib-
lings whose physical appear-
ances are different.     When 
an African American male 
needs to borrow or ask for 
assistance, what follows is a 
negative comment, sarcasm, 
or outright ridicule.   That 
young man either fights 
back, become enraged, or he 
shuts down and stops caring.  
By the time intervention is 
sought, it isn’t for finding 
preventive solutions.   Help 
is sought at the height of a 
crisis with fewer options for 
resolutions. 

According to Mr. Frank 
Smith, when a child has 
been diminished and put 
down so much, they may 
very well find themselves in 
a correctional system.   Un-
fortunately, getting locked 
up is viewed as a rite of 
passage.   In the detention 

system, kids are exposed to 
events and actions that are 
more familiar to where they 
live. The same kids with in-
fluence on the streets are in 
the detention system. The 
people and actions parents 
warn their kids to stay away 
from are found in the deten-
tion system.     After correct-
ing one young man about his 
profanity use, I was told, “I’m 
old enough to go to jail, so I 
see no reason why I can’t use 
profanity.”  He was right, and 
too young to know the words 
that spewed from his mouth. 
There was a sad disconnect 
and something was so very 
broken.  What frustrates Mr. 
Adair and Mr. Smith most 
about the kids caught up in 
the court system is not meet-
ing the goals.   Before chil-
dren are released, parents 
are notified about the goals, 
contact information is given 
so the transition is complete 
and outreach can continue.  
Our mentorship does not end 
with release, and extending 
that relationship and team-
ing with parents is encour-
aged. Mr. Adair states, “Our 
goal is to have kids leave 
with a sense of pride.   We 
teach them how “surround 
yourself with positive peo-
ple.”   It is time consuming, 
but we continue to strive.

Reshaping The African 
American Experience In 

Education
 “The educational system’s 

content is watered down and 
cannot match the rest of the 
world” according to Mr. Rod-
ney Duckett.  Rather than ad-
mit the system is failing, non 
white students are blamed 
for the national and state 
low scores.  In pockets of the 
country where there is less 
ethnic diversity, scores are 
low there as well, and not a 
reflection of a race of people.   
According to one African 
American male in Colorado, 
Mr. Quincy Gunter, “more 
classes need to be designed 
to prepare for the real world 
and ownership of businesses.  
For students planning on en-
tering the world of business, 
vocational skills and real life 
applications that include ap-
prenticeship programs are 
needed.”  “Schools are slack-
ing.   Other countries have 
surpassed the US because 
our schools are not teaching 
what’s relevant in the world 
we live in today.”   Advancing 
America’s education system 
is going to be difficult.   As 
hard as it may be to believe, 
“Schools could be better but 
some of the teachers are lazy, 
lacking the motivation, and 

have low self esteem. They 
just aren’t inspired.   When 
teachers feel like they are 
babysitting, they don’t value 
their own system of educa-
tion and the expectation is to 
fail.   When teachers walk in 
the classrooms feeling defeat-
ed because they didn’t know 
what to expect when they 
took the job, chose the wrong 
career, or if they are just sick 
of working, they begin to act 
as if they’ve been set up.  So 
they walk in acting power-
less.   The students are seen 
as competitors for influence, 
attention, and control.”  With 
a powerless adult in charge, 
there is no authority figure, 
except other students.

Graduating students with 
insufficient reading skills 
is an unacceptable prac-
tice. Teaching students to 
read, spell, and use gram-
mar correctly should be a 
cornerstone for education. 
Contracts for leasing aren’t 
written at a 3rd or 4th grade 
level.   It makes no sense to 
have “people reading on less 
than a high school level op-
erating a business when they 
lack the education to do so,” 
said Mr. Duckett. The busi-
ness will not be able to sur-
vive.  According to the panel, 
there are definite life con-
cepts that directly affect the 
economy our children have to 
know.

Cleaning tips for 
grimy grill grates

By Linda McDonald
  Here are some easy 

cleanup tips—plus a few 
more ideas for safe grilling 
this summer:

• Take 15 minutes.  To 
clean grates on a gas grill, 
first preheat the grill by 
turning the burners to 
high. After 15 minutes, the 
grease on the grates will 
have softened. Brush them 
with a stainless steel grill 
brush. It won’t take long 
and you won’t need a lot of 
elbow grease. 

• Show your lid some 
love.  When the grill is 
warm but not hot, clean 
the inside of the grill lid 
with a damp sponge or, 
if it’s very dirty, a balled-
up piece of foil or a brass 
brush. The most common 
question from consumers is 
why the "paint" is peeling 
on the inside of their grill 
lids. That isn’t paint. The 
lids are enameled, so they 
don’t flake. That's accumu-
lated grease and smoke 
that is flaking off. Scrub it 

off so it doesn't fall on food 
or smoke up the grill.

• Don’t forget the drip 
pan.  After cooking, emp-
ty the drip pan when it’s 
warm, not hot, to prevent 
flare-ups the next time. 
If grease is too thick, use 
a plastic putty knife to 
scrape off as much as you 
can.

When sin becomes a shame again

In Romans 7:5-6 we find 

that in the flesh sin is set 
in motion and brings forth 
death. We also find that 
having accepted Jesus as 
Lord we are no longer un-
der the law, but now serve 
God in newness of the spirit 
and not in the oldness of 
the letter. We also find why 
men are doing their best 
to silence the word of God. 
Paul states that he would 
not have known sin had not 
the law of God existed. 

Today sinners want to 
suppress the word of God 
that they may not feel the 
guilt and shame of sin. (Ro-
mans 7:7-13) What shall we 
say then? Is the law sin? 
God forbid. Nay, I had not 
known sin, but by the law: 
for I had not known lust, ex-
cept the law had said, thou 
shalt not covet. 8 But sin, 
taking occasion by the com-
mandment, wrought in me 
all manner of concupiscence. 
For without the law sin was 
dead. 9 For I was alive with-
out the law once: but when 
the commandment came, 
sin revived, and I died. 10 
And the commandment, 
which was ordained to life, 
I found to be unto death. 
11 For sin, taking occasion 
by the commandment, de-
ceived me, and by it slew 
me. 12 Wherefore the law is 
holy, and the commandment 
holy, and just and good. 
13 Was then that which is 
good made death unto me? 
God forbid. But sin, that it 
might appear sin, working 
death in me by that which 
is good; that sin by the com-
mandment might become 
exceeding sinful.)

When we the church pub-
lish and speak the word of 
God, sin becomes exceed-

ing sinful and shameful. 
Liars,   baby killers, whore 
mongers, adulterers,   har-
lots, homosexuals, thieves 
whether by fraud on wall 
street or by gun in your lo-
cal convenience store, all 
other sinners become guilty 
(in other words they them-
selves become conscience 
of their wrong) before God. 
Roman 7: 13 declares that 
by the commandments sin 
might become exceedingly 
sinful. That is why sinners 
want to discard the word of 
God. They want to do away 
with the Bible as it is writ-
ten. Sin,   ever since Adam 
and Eve disobeyed God, has 
been present. You see sin is 
the transgression of the law 
(disobedience). This is writ-
ten in first John 3:4. Romans 
7 states that the command-
ments were given that sin 
might become manifest as 
sin. In other words disobey-
ing God is sin. Thus Satan 
is winning a battle that he 
has already lost.

You 
cannot be a novice and de-
fend the gospel of Jesus and 
its doctrine. Jesus came to 
save sinners; all you and I 
need do is confess our sins.  
To avoid going into hell's 
fire you must accept Jesus 
as Lord and Savior and con-
fess your sins!

Our charge given to us 

in Matthew 28: 19-20 are 
to go to all the nations and 
baptize them in the name of 
the Father and the Son and 
of the Holy Ghost. We are 
to teach them to observe all 
things he has said. He prom-
ises that if we would do this, 
he is with us always, even 
unto the end of the world. 
The church should get out 
of politics and do what God 
has commanded us!

causes harm to the one who 
won't forgive," says Dr. Mat-
thew B. James, the presi-
dent of Honolulu's Ameri-
can Pacific University and 
the Empowerment Partner-
ship, and a teacher of an 
ancient Hawaiian spiritual 
science, called huna.

Worse, refusing to forgive 
can create chains of resent-
ment through entire com-
munities. "When you point a 
finger at someone to blame 
them, there are always 
three fingers pointing back 
at you," says Dr. James.

But letting go of old hurts 
isn't always easy. Dr. James 
suggests that grudge-bear-
ers take the following steps 
to find true forgiveness:

- Tell the other person 
that you forgive them. 
Don't say that you will "for-
give, but not forget" -- the 
goal is to release negative 
feelings.

- Ask the other person 
to forgive you. Ask for for-
giveness even if you be-
lieve that you did nothing 
wrong. "Saying, 'I forgive 
you; please forgive me, too' 
brings the other person into 
the picture and gets them 
actively involved," says Dr. 
James.

- Have a conversation. 
Create enough space for you 
and the other person to say 
everything that needs to be 
said. Stay calm and speak 
in normal tones, even if you 

don't like what you hear. 
At the end of your talk, you 
should feel relieved to have 
gotten your thoughts and 
feelings into the open. Give 
and ask for forgiveness 
once more.

- Move on. Ask yourself 
what you have learned 
from the situation, and use 
it to make better decisions 
in the future.

"To forgive and to never 
forget is to never forgive 
in the first place," says Dr. 
James. "We owe it to our-
selves to experience true 
forgiveness."

“What is this world com-

ing to?”   Let this final ar-
ticle resound!  The answer 
is simple; it’s coming to an 
end!  Precious Ones, Jesus 
is soon to return.  Even if 
it’s five or ten years from 
now, if you are not ready 
to meet Him when He re-
turns, will that day be too 
soon?

“Now the Holy Spirit 
tells us clearly that in the 
last times some will turn 
away from the true faith; 
they will follow deceptive 
spirits and teachings that 
come from demons.  These 
people are hypocrites and 
liars, and their conscienc-
es are dead” (1 Timothy 
4:1-2).

We must know that we 
are truly born again (John 
3:1-21).  “For everyone has 
sinned; we all fall short of 
God’s glorious standard” 
(Romans 3:24).   “For the 
wages of sin is death, but 
the free gift of God is eter-
nal life through Christ 
Jesus our Lord” (Romans 
6:23).  That means that the 
payment for sin is eternal 
separation from God in 
hell.   “But if we confess 
our sins to him [God], he is 
faithful and just to forgive 
us our sins and to cleanse 
us from all wickedness.  
If we claim we have not 
sinned, we are calling God 
a liar and showing that 
his word has no place in 
our hearts” (1 John 1:9-
10).  Before any of that can 
take place, we must know 
that God exists, and that 
He will do for us what His 
Word said that He will do 
(Hebrews 11:6).

“He [Jesus] came into 
the very world he created, 
but the world didn’t rec-
ognize him.   He came to 
his own people, and even 
they rejected him.  But to 
all who believe him and 
accepted him, he gave the 
right to become children 
of God.  They are reborn—
not with a physical birth 
resulting from human pas-
sion or plan, but a birth 
that comes from God” 
(John 1:10-13).  “If you con-
fess with your mouth that 
Jesus is Lord and believe 
in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, 
you will be saved.  For it is 

by believing in your heart 
that you are made right 
with God, and it is by con-
fessing with your mouth 
that you are saved” (Ro-
mans 10:-9-10).

We are constantly being 
told that there are many 
ways to get to God-- I’m 
sure, because there are 
many gods.   But there is 
only ONE way back to the 
God of Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob.   Don’t let anybody 
deceive you—regardless 
of their status.   Believe 
only what is written in the 
Word of God.  If we try one 
of the other ways, we will 
automatically go to hell; no 
matter how morally good 
we are.   “Jesus told him, 
‘I am the way, the truth, 
and the life.   No one can 
come to the Father except 
through me’” (John 14:6).  
“This is good and pleases 
God our Savior, who wants 
everyone to be saved and 
to understand the truth.  
“For there is only one God 
and one Mediator who can 
reconcile God and human-
ity—the man Christ Jesus.  
He gave his life to pur-
chase freedom for every-
one.   This is the message 
God gave to the world at 
just the right time” (1Tim-
othy 2:3-6).

“These people are false 
apostles.  They are deceit-
ful workers who disguise 
themselves as apostles of 
Christ.  But I am not sur-
prised!   Even satan dis-
guises himself as an angel 
of light.  So it is no wonder 
that his servants also dis-
guise themselves as ser-
vants of righteousness.  In 
the end they will get the 
punishment their wicked 
deeds deserve” (2 Corin-
thians 11:13-15).  The dev-
il doesn’t mind sharing us 
with God because he knows 
that he has all of us (John 

8:38-47; Romans 6:12-23; 
1 John 3:4-10).   But God 
will not share us with the 
devil.   He wants us to be 
either hot or cold; He spits 
out lukewarm hypocrites 
(Revelation 3:15-16).

Following the prerequi-
sites listed above is water 
baptism.   “Then he [Je-
sus] told them, ‘Go into all 
the world and preach the 
Good News to everyone.  
Anyone who believes and 
is baptized will be saved.  
But anyone who refuses to 
believe will be condemned” 
(Mark 16:15-16).

Some people only ac-
cept the Old Testament 

while some only the New.  
Of course there are those 
who accept neither.   But 
after Jesus’ resurrection, 
He took the two men walk-
ing on the road from Em-
maus through the writings 
of Moses, all the prophets 
and the Psalms, explain-
ing from all the Scriptures 
the things concerning 
himself (Luke 24:25-26, 
44-45).   The writings of 
Moses, all of the prophets 
and Psalms are found in 
the Old Testament.   All 
of the prophecies writ-
ten in the Old Testament 
concerning Jesus were 
fulfilled in the New.  Let’s 

believe the whole counsel 
of God so that when we 
leave this planet, we will 
live with Him forever.  You 
know that He’s on His 
way back to get His Chil-
dren (1 Corinthians 15:50-
58; 1 Thessalonians 4:13-
18).   You may not believe 
me; but…just what if I’m 
right?
