Chi-
solm-Miller served on the ini-
tial review committee, which 
assessed the feasibility of the 
project mechanisms and sub-
mitted its recommendation to 
the McLennan County Commis-
sioners Court. Road and Bridge 
crewmen from Precinct 2 were 
instrumental in laying out much 
of the complex’s design.

County. 

The Texas Department of 
Housing & Community Affairs 
Rehabilitation Grant allowed 
for funds to make major home 
repairs for senior citizens on 
limited income living in the Lin-
coln City area. This project ren-
ovated 16 homes and provided 
jobs for local and minority con-
tractors and sub-contractors. 

Chisolm-Miller also assist-
ed in the acquisition of infor-
mation used for the Texas Parks 
& Wildlife State Boating Ac-

“Pat” Chisolm-Miller has tak-
en to heart. Chisolm-Miller has 
served the constituents of Pre-
cinct 2 and McLennan Coun-
ty as Commissioner Lester Gib-
son’s administrative assistant 
for the past 22 years. The Com-
missioner’s position will be va-
cated on December 31, 2018 
when Gibson retires after serv-
ing 28 years, and as many have 
hoped, Chisholm-Miller will 
step up to run for McLennan 
County Commissioner Precinct 
2. 

“I feel like Churchill’s words 
were spoken just for me for this 
moment for this opportunity,” 
said Chisholm-Miller, who han-
dles all administrative functions 
for the office, including the 
management of the precinct’s 
$2.8 million personnel and op-
erating budget. Chisolm-Mill-
er oversees all purchases and 
capital outlay investments, fa-
cilitates new hires and employ-
ment separations, and provides 
research/data analysis support. 
She is now asking the residents 
of McLennan County, Precinct 
2, to allow her to serve them as 
their county commissioner. 

Born to Mr. & Mrs. John and 
Arthur Lee Chisolm, she is the 
middle daughter. Her father, 
John Oliver Chisolm, was a vet-
eran of the Korean War and 
while stationed at Fort Hood 
met her mother, Arthur Lee 
Brown, a 1945 graduate of A.J. 
Moore High School and a 1949 
graduate of Jarvis Christian Col-
lege. Chisolm-Miller’s parents 
moved to Brooklyn, New York 
where she was born. At the age 
of 10, Chisolm-Miller moved to 
Waco, McLennan County, Tex-

established via an alliance of 
McLennan County, the City of 
Waco, and the Waco Industri-
al Foundation, focuses on the 
recruitment and retention/ex-
pansion of businesses in the 
Waco, McLennan County, Texas 
area. In order to be eligible for 
these funds, businesses agree 
to a minimum hourly wage es-
tablished in the program agree-
ment. This hourly wage amount 
has not been adjusted in over 
fifteen years. Chisolm-Miller 
says she wants to be instrumen-
tal in changing that.

She will also advocate for ed-
ucation of the TIF (Tax Incre-
ment Financing) Program. TIF 
was developed as an econom-
ic development strategy for as-
sisting in the development or 
redevelopment of economical-
ly distressed or blighted areas 
of a municipality where such 
development would not oc-
cur solely through private in-
vestment within a reasonably 
foreseeable future. The zones 
cover portions of commercial 
properties in East Waco, North 
Waco, South Waco, and down-
town. Chisolm-Miller wants 
to see corporative work with 
the Cen-Tex African American 
Chamber of Commerce and 
the Cen-Tex Hispanic Chamber 
of Commerce for the provision 
of education and logistic sup-
port to small and minority busi-
nesses and all aspiring business 
owners. 

She is excited about the eco-
nomic expansion possibilities 
of McLennan County especial-
ly the current project in Mart, 
Eastern McLennan County, Tex-
as. As a recipient of USDA Rural 
Development Funding, the City 
plans to upgrade the water fa-
cility. 

Chisolm-Miller is also en-
couraged by the county’s re-
ceiving over 190 acres of park 
land from Luminant. The coun-
ty has leased the land for $1 a 
year since 1969 and will now 
take ownership. Luminant’s en-
ergy generation facility at Trad-
inghouse has been a communi-
ty partner in McLennan County 
since the early 1950s. Chisolm-
Miller feels that with full own-
ership of this land, the county’s 
vision for tourism and park de-
velopment can be seriously ex-
plored and enhanced.

When she is elected, the for-
mer Fred Batts Leadership Lun-
cheon facilitator will continue 
to encourage community meet-
ings and updates. “Through the 
years,” said Chisolm-Miller, “I 
have seen the importance of 
having a consistent venue for 

cess Program Grant. The grant 
was finally approved for June 
of 2018, and will be used for 
enhancements at the Trading-
house Lake Park.

One of her first commit-
tee assignments upon her hire 
in the Commissioners’ Office 
was to serve on the McLennan 
County Enterprise Communi-
ty Development Commission, 
a partnership of cities within 
McLennan County which ap-
plied for an Enterprise Zone 
Grant made available during 
the Clinton Administration. 
The grant allowed for cities and 
counties to focus on urban ar-
eas within their boundaries 
that were under utilized and 
under developed. One of the 
major accomplishments from 
this endeavor was the forma-
tion of Neighborhood LINCs or 
Light in Neighborhood Com-
mons, entities that created or 
enhanced neighborhood asso-
ciations.

Prior to coming to the Com-
missioners’ Office in 1995, Chi-
solm-Miller worked for the Tex-
as State Technical College Waco 
Women’s Resource Center Carl 
D. Perkins Formula Funding 
Project Texas Grant. The grant 
funded by the state of Texas 
under the governorship of Ann 
Richards as a “welfare to work” 
program provided childcare 
stipends for women pursuing 
“non traditional” degrees from 
TSTC Waco. 

Chisolm-Miller’s long history 
of community service and civic 
engagement have shaped her 
campaign philosophy. When 
she is elected, one of the first 
things on her task list is to work 
toward higher wages for the 
residents of McLennan County 
while also maintaining active, 
progressive business/employ-
ment growth. She will begin 
discussions regarding the pro-
gram agreement for the Waco 
McLennan County Economic 
Development Fund. This fund,

professional shopper. 
“She got it earnestly,” 

he said. “Aunt Frankie and 
all the girls in the fami-
ly would spend hours and 
hours shopping.”

Obviously, that hob-
by didn’t change for Per-
kins when she became an 
adult, not even when she 
was diagnosed with MS 
in her late 20’s. As a mat-
ter of fact, family mem-
bers say Perkins never let 
the illness hold her back 
at all. Perkins would be in 
a hospital bed lying flat on 
her back, all the while us-
ing her cell phone to check 
on the business affairs of 
her family members who 
depended on her, making 
sure things were getting 
done and in order. 

In the words of Wright-
Johnson, this one was 
strong and courageous, al-
ways a conqueror in the 
face of adversity. She was 
tough, a figher, a very de-
termined woman who 
never acted like she had 
MS. Perhaps that’s why 
we all expected her to be 
back on her feet soon, as 
usual. We expected her 
to leave that hospital any 
day now to get back to 
business. She always did. 
Always. Toward the end 
though, we finally real-
ized that this time, it just 
wasn’t to be, as Scripture 
says it is appointed until 
every man and woman to 
die. 

Pastor Brown spoke for 
us all in his eulogy, putting 
our thoughts and feelings 
into the words that we did 
not speak. “If God had talk-
ed to me ahead of time,” 
he said, “if he had told me 
he was about to take one 
of his children home, if I’d 
had the chance to have a 
conversation with Him, I 
would have said, ‘Not Dot, 
Lord. Not Dot.”’

MS, it takes her thought-
fulness and kindness to 
another level. And with 
that knowledge, one can’t 
help but see her from a 
different prospective. Of-
ten when people suffer 
from a debilitating disease 
such as Multiple Sclerosis, 
they just don’t feel like 
reaching out to others as 
MS is furiously mean.

Teresa Wright-Johnson, 
in her article, “We’re Still 
Here,” sheds much light 
on the struggles. Pub-
lished in Multiple Sclero-
sis News Today, her arti-
cle explains in vivid terms, 
the disease’s painful af-
fects. “There have been 
moments in time where 
we wanted to just give up. 
Yet, we made it. We held 
on. We may stumble and 
fall, but we still move on.”

She goes on to explain 
Perkins in every sense of 
the word, as she speaks to 
the many people who live 
with the excruciating pain 
and anguish associated 
with MS. “I want to …take 
a moment to remind you 
of what a strong and cou-
rageous person you are… . 
Even in moments of weak-
ness you have indisput-
able courage. Life is beau-
tiful and hard. Around 
every corner lies adversi-
ty.” But for these people, 
MS does not have the last 
say.

And so it was with Dor-
othy “Dot” “Sue” Perkins. 
One day, she would be on 
a walker confined to her 
home, and the next day, 
she would be driving her 
car, going to take care of 
somebody else or shop-
ping for one of her classy 
wide-brimmed hats and 
her blingy two-piece Sun-
day go meeting suits. She 
liked her bling, Crawford 
said of his cousin. Laugh-
ing, he described her as a 

how to grow plants, how 
to handle rude people, 
how to recognize false 
advertising. You name it, 
Aunt Dorothy took out the 
time to teach us.”

Johnson, the oldest of 
three daughters belong-
ing to Perkins’ best friend, 
Miltonee Clater, grew up 
feeling as if she had two 
moms. Perkins called the 
three girls, Johnson, Nata-
sha, and Yolanda, her niec-
es. “She taught us how to 
love,” said Johnson. Con-
sider the fact that Perkins 
and Clater were bff’s for 
over 40 years. Her daugh-
ters knew their “Aunt Dor-
othy” all of their lives. She 
knew everything about 
them, said Johnson. “And 
we knew everything about 
her. She was hilarious, 
too. Even when she fussed 
at us, she was funny. ‘No-
body listens to me’ she 
would say, whenever she 
was trying to get her point 
across. We would crack up 
laughing.” 

Johnson told the sto-
ry of Elaine, a woman she 
met at her Aunt Dorothy’s 
home-going service. Per-
kins was one of the first 
people Elaine met when 
she attended Perkins’ 
church, Pleasant Grove. 
She told Johnson, “Dor-
othy was the first per-
son to welcome me at the 
church,” no doubt because 
she took her role as an 
usher and greeter serious-
ly. Perkins pulled Elaine 
in with her kindness and 
even began teaching her 
to play the tambourine.

Pastor Ticey Brown dur-
ing his eulogy, reminisced 
about how he first met 
“Dot” when he was just a 
young soldier at Ft. Hood. 
Perkins’ brother, Jimmy 
Moore, was friends with 
Brown, and since Brown 
didn’t know very many 
people in Texas, Moore 
encouraged him to call his 
sister in Waco. According 
to Brown, even for years 
to come, Perkins wel-
comed him into her home 
and treated him like fam-
ily.

Perhaps these acts of 
kindness seem nothing 
out of the ordinary, but 
when one considers the 
fact that Perkins suffered 
for over forty years with

Identity Thieves Target PCs, Laptops and Stored Data Devices

systems -- has already been 
approved, used and proven 
effective by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Defense to remove 
"secure" sensitive information 
from their end-of-life PCs and 
laptops.

There are currently more 
than 100 million computers

The 
subject of this series is a portion 
of the Scripture taken from He-
brews, Chapter 13, and Verse 5.

If you haven’t read the begin-
ning of this series, I ask that you 
log on to: www.theanchornews.
com, click Archives, then click the 
month of July, its beginning. I’m 
trying to present this from the 
Biblical point of view.

God is in covenant with His 
Children. He will not and cannot 
break the covenant that He made 
with us. However, if we break it, 
there is no covenant to keep. Re-
member, if you are a born-again 
baptized-believer in Jesus Christ 
[Yeshua HaMashiach], you are a 
spiritual child of Abraham (Gala-
tians 3:6, 7). But pay attention to 
the very words of Jesus in the fol-
lowing parable.

“Then the Kingdom of Heav-
en will be like ten bridemaids 
who took their lamps and went 
to meet the bridegroom. Five of 
them were foolish, and five were 
wise. The five who were foolish 
didn’t take enough olive oil for 
their lamps, but the other five 
were wise enough to take along 

ah, and they all had oil in their 
lamps, which I believe repre-
sents the Spirit of God. However, 
the five foolish ones didn’t have 
enough oil to last for the dura-
tion. Did you notice that all ten, 
the wise and the foolish, became 
drowsy and fell asleep? That 
looks just like today’s church—
sleeping on the job.

So many of us church folk are 
saying that once saved, you’re al-
ways saved, no matter how you 
live, somehow by God’s grace, 
you’re end up living in His King-
dom after death. Jesus said that 
if we really love Him, we will 
obey him (John 14:15-17, 23-
26). He also said that anyone 

who puts his hands to the plow 
[plough] and looking back is not 
even fit for His Kingdom (Luke 
9:62). He admonished us to re-
member what happened to Lot’s 
wife when she looked back (Gen-
esis 19:23-25; Luke 17:32).

Jesus said that we, His body, 
the church, are lights in this 
darkened world. He command-
ed, not suggested, that we let 
our lights shine so that all the 
world can see, through us, how 
to come to Him (Matthew 5:14-
16). When they come, we are 
to have a ready-answer why we 
have such light (1 Peter 3:15). 
Some of our lights are so dim 
that a single gnat couldn’t find 
the way. Why? Because we are 
trying to live in both worlds. Je-
sus told us that we are to choose 
between hot or cold, because 
lukewarm[hypocrite] individu-
als make him sick to the point 
of vomiting us out of His mouth 
(Revelation 3:15, 16).

When we observe all of the 
corruption that’s going on in 
the world, our lights need to 
be shining more brightly than 
ever. There’s corruption in the 
homes, the church, corruption 
in the government, corruption 
in the schools, colleges and uni-
versities. There’s ANTIFA, White 
Supremacist, Black Lives Mat-
ter, the Illuminati, Human Traf-

ficking—even babies and little 
boys, Human sacrifice, homo-
sexuality, beastiality, adultery, 
fornication, all manner of un-
cleanness, lasciviousness, idola-
try, witchcraft, wrath, strife, jeal-
ousies, seditions, unforgiveness, 
murders, drunkenness, haters of 
God, haters of parents, haters 
of children, unthankful, selfish, 
mean-spirited, animal cruelty, 
liars, covetous, despisers of the 
truth as well as of those who are 
good, trucebreakers, and lovers 
of themselves more than any-
thing. 

Precious people, I challenge 
you to search the Scriptures for 
yourselves (Acts 17:10-12).

Safety tips for the holidays
(NewsUSA) - The holidays are
