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Rental car coverage – personal auto policy, part 1

Question:
Should I purchase the Loss 

Damage Waiver offered by 
the rental agent when I rent 
a vehicle?
Answer:

This is a great question, 
one that our customers ask 
frequently. Whether you 
rent a vehicle for personal 
use while on vacation, or as 
a substitute while your vehi-
cle is out of commission for 
repair or service, or for busi-
ness use while out of town, 
there comes that time when 
you’re standing at the rent-
al car counter and the agent 
asks the inevitable question: 
“Do you want to buy our loss 
damage waiver (or our insur-
ance coverage)?”

Most loss damage waiver 
(LDW) fees are outrageous. 
Sometimes they cost more 
than the daily rental fee it-
self. But are they worth the 
additional cost? The answer 
may depend on your toler-
ance for risk and inconve-
nience. You must decide if 
the extra cost is reasonable, 
considering the potential for 
an uninsured loss, should 
something happen to the 
vehicle during the term of 
the rental contract and the 
resulting inconvenience of 
dealing with the rental com-
pany and your insurance 
company to satisfy the rent-
al company’s demands.

First, you should know 
that the LDW is not actual-
ly an insurance policy. It is a 
waiver of the rental compa-
ny’s requirement in the rent-
al contract that you bring 
the vehicle back in the same 
condition as when it left their 
lot. Most rental contracts 
make you responsible for 
any damage to the vehicle, 
including theft and weather-
related damage. When you 
purchase the LDW, the rent-
al company is removing that 
provision from the contract 
on a conditional basis. 

If you don’t purchase the 
LDW and the vehicle is dam-
aged, here are some of the 
costs for which you could be 
held responsible under the 
rental contract:

1. Cost to repair damage 
to the vehicle, or the full val-
ue of the vehicle if it is a to-
tal loss;

2. “Diminished value” of 
the vehicle - the difference 

between what the vehicle 
was worth before the acci-
dent and what it is worth af-
ter repairs have been made;

3. “Loss of use” - the 
amount of money the rent-
al company loses on rental 
fees while the vehicle is out 
of service for repair or re-
placement; and 

4. Administrative or loss-
related expenses incurred 
by the rental company, such 
as fees for towing, appraisal, 
and claims adjustment, plus 
general office expenses for 
handling the paperwork.

Whether all or any of 
these costs are covered by 
your personal auto policy 
depends on several factors. 
One big factor is the type 
of personal auto policy you 
have purchased. Insurance 
companies sell different pol-
icies in Texas and the cover-
age and exclusions are not 
the same from one compa-
ny to the next. Some compa-
nies sell a policy that covers 
damage to the rented vehi-
cle in the liability section of 
the policy, while others sell 
a policy that covers damage 
to the rented vehicle in the 
physical damage section. 
Each type of policy is dis-
cussed separately below. 

We encourage you to ask 
your agent which type of 
policy you have, because as 
you will see, the differences 
are significant.

Reasons to purchase the 
Loss Damage Waiver when 
you have a policy that cov-
ers damage to the rental ve-
hicle in the liability section: 

1. Your limit of liability 
may not be sufficient to sat-

cation to and settlement by 
your insurance company. 

5. You may suffer a huge 
inconvenience.

When you have pur-
chased the LDW, you can 
bring a damaged vehicle 
back to the rental company, 
throw the keys on the coun-
ter, and walk away. When 
you haven’t purchased the 
LDW, you may have to spend 
a significant amount of time 
dealing with the rental com-
pany and your insurance 
company. (Will continue in 
next month’s issue.)

poses.
3. Your premium may go 

up or your policy may not be 
renewed if you have an at-
fault accident.

You are driving an unfa-
miliar vehicle in unfamiliar 
territory. If you have an at-
fault accident while driving 
the rented vehicle, your in-
surance company may hold 
it against you - with a pre-
mium surcharge or perhaps 
even non-renewal.

4. Your line of credit may 
be adversely affected.

If you don’t buy the LDW, 
the rental company will 
probably ring up an estimat-
ed damage amount on your 
credit card, pending notifi-

isfy the rental company’s de-
mands.

Coverage for damage to 
the rental car and relat-
ed costs are provided by 
the property damage liabil-
ity section of your person-
al auto policy. If the proper-
ty damage limit of liability is 
not sufficient to cover the 
value of the vehicle you 
rent, plus pay for any oth-
er costs the rental company 
demands, you will be per-
sonally responsible for the 
costs that exceed what your 
insurance company has to 
pay.

2. Your policy may exclude 
rented pickups and vans 
used for business purposes.

If you rent a pickup or van 
for business purposes, your 
personal auto policy may 
not provide coverage at all. 
Some insurance companies 
consider an SUV to be a pick-
up or van, and may there-
fore not cover any damages 
arising out of the use of an 
SUV rented for business pur-

ing in one or both eyes, sudden 
trouble walking, dizziness, loss 
of balance or coordination, and 
sudden severe headache with 
no known cause.

Let’s take a closer look at 
some common conditions that 
may lead to experiencing a 
stroke. High blood pressure, 
diabetes, sickle cell anemia, 
smoking, and obesity are all 
conditions that put a person at 
risk of having a stroke.

ing more fresh fruits and vege-
tables can be healthier choices.

You might consider eating 
grilled, broiled, boiled, and 
baked meats such as poultry, 
fish are other healthier alterna-
tives opposed to frying meats 
in oil, which are often saturat-
ed in fats, or eating fast foods 
such as burgers, fries, or piz-
za. If you suffer from diabe-
tes, eliminating regular soda, 
and sugary beverages, and opt-
ing for diet soda, or unsweet 
tea with sweetener could also 
lower your daily sugar intake. 
It is also beneficial to decrease 
your carb intake of breads, rice, 
noodles, and of course sweet 
treats.

Oftentimes, African Ameri-
cans don’t visit the doctor due 
to lack of health insurance cov-
erage, and the out of pocket 
cost. Located here in Waco, the 
Family Health Center offers a fi-
nancial health plan for low in-
come families. According to 
the Family Practice Health Cen-
ter website, the Center offers 
a program known as The Good 
Health Card (GHC). Eligible pa-
tients can qualify for a discount 
health card for several med-
ical and pharmaceutical ser-
vices. Sometimes patients pay 
half the regular cost while oth-
ers pay even less. To learn more

If you haven’t been to the 
doctor in a while, it would be 
wise to schedule an appoint-
ment. You never know what is 
going on with your health; a 
stroke can happen at any given 
time and at any age.

On April 29, 2019, we lost 
an icon figure in Hollywood 
and the African American film 
industry. According to TMZ’s 
website, https://www.stroke.
org, legendary director, John 
Singleton, passed away at the 
young age of 51, from compli-
cations associated with a mas-
sive stroke. Singleton rose to 
stardom when the block bust-
er hit movie Boyz in the Hood 
was released in the early 90’s. 
He also directed other hit mov-
ies to include, "Poetic Justice," 
Higher Learning, Four Broth-
ers and 2 Fast 2 Furious. (TMZ, 
2019)

The director suffered from 
hypertension, better known as 
high blood pressure, one of the 
leading causes of strokes. The 
National Stroke Foundation’s 
website explains that African 
Americans are more impacted 
by strokes than any other ra-
cial group. Twice as many Afri-
can Americans die from strokes 
than do Caucasians, a fact that 
makes it even more important 
that blacks educate ourselves 
on this disease. 

National Stroke Association 
(2019) defines a stroke as a 
“brain attack that occurs when 
blood flow to an area of brain 
is cut off. as a result brain cells 
are deprived of oxygen and be-
gin to die. When brain cells die 
during a stroke, abilities con-
trolled by that area of the brain 
such as memory and mus-
cle control are lost.” They go 
on to state, “each year, nearly 
800,000 people experience a 
stroke.” That’s one stroke “ev-
ery 40 seconds.” 

You may be wondering 
about the warning signs of a 
stroke. The National Stroke As-
sociation lists some symptoms 
to include sudden numbness 
or weakness of the face, arm 
or leg, especially on one side 
of the body, sudden confusion, 
trouble speaking, or under-
standing, sudden trouble see-

Now she hears 
that her attitude is unbecoming. 
Silently she ranted and raved. 
Mentally she argued with herself, 
life, serendipity and unseen forc-
es. 

“Is this the thanks I get for be-
ing responsible!?” 

“I just want to be normal, like 
everyone else.”

“Maybe I can focus on a ‘new 
normal.’”

“Yea, right. What is normal 
anyway?”

“What do people expect of 
me? What do I expect of me?”

“Why can’t they understand 
my struggles?”

“What do they want from me? 
What do I want from me?”

“Letting someone open a door 
for me is polite? Insisting I can 
open it myself is not polite? Is it 
rude?”

“Have I pushed my family 
away through my stubborn self-
will of crippled independence?”

“Am I being childish? Selfish? 
Hard to get along with? Ungrate-
ful?”

“Do I have abilities despite my 
disabilities? 

Slowly, Selma noticed that 
when she focused on others and 
what she thought they wanted 
or expected, there was tension.

 If I could magically see all 
sides from every nuance, would I 
still declare myself innocent of all 
fault?

done a poor job of caring for our 
bodies to this point in life. No one 
wants to hear that and especial-
ly from a place that inflicted pain 
on us as children. So we decide to 
live without regular visits to the 
doctor.

Why is that so bad?
Without a regular visits to a 

family physician there will be no 
baseline created for your health.

For this month’s column I de-
cided to go in a slightly differ-
ent direction. I’d like to address 
a common question, or maybe 
more appropriately, a common 
fear that people have; going the 
doctor.

As we age, we tend to get stuck 
in our ways. One of those things 
that we tend to live by is our de-
cision to avoid the doctor’s office. 
This is far more common for men 
than women, but there are plenty 
of women I know who fail to keep 
up a healthy visit schedule with 
their family physician.

When we were kids, our par-
ents would take us to the doc-
tor’s office for regular check-ups, 
to get an illness diagnosed, or to 
treat an injury like a broken arm. 
All three of these visits would 
tend to involve some sort of pain 
- shot for vaccinations, maybe 
a shot to combat the illness, or 
moving the broken arm to put 
the cast on properly. As kids, we 
would associate the doctor’s of-
fice with pain.

As adults, we tend to associate 
the doctor’s office with instruc-
tions to change our lives in ways 
we don’t want to - begin exercis-
ing and eating healthy.

about 8 years old at the time, 
and a stick.

He was in the back so 
fast; all I could do was bite my lip 
and jerk forward. “Stop the car, 
Lynn, and give me the money!” 
he yelled, as he swiftly crawled 
into the back seat. He lurched 
through the bucket seats so fast 
that my head literally seemed to 
spin, like the girl in the Exorcist. 
Grabbing the steering wheel, he 
yelled again, “Gimme the mon-
ey, Lynn!” The Exorcist…I was 
sure that his voice changed. But 
tonight…no, not tonight. I kept 
driving, the car swerving across 
into the other the lane and back 
again as he, too, gripped the 
wheel. We came within inches 
of hitting a minivan. I saw head 
lights of an 18 wheeler that we 
also barely missed as we sped 
into the on-coming traffic. Hands 
pinned to the wheel, I was driv-
ing to my pastor’s house, and no 
one was stopping me. That was 
the life I lived for most of my 16 
years of marriage to a crack ad-
dict, one that was much differ-
ent from my single days of the 
quiet, country, church girl. I had 
never touched drugs in my life. 
I smoked only one cigarette that 
nearly killed me. And here I was, 
29 years old, married to a drug 
addict. I had so many similar 
stories to contend with, jump-
ing fences to get my car back 
from the drug dealers, stand-
ing toe- to-toe and nose-to-nose 

with dealers who threatened 
to kill me if I didn’t leave them 
alone about getting my car back, 
knocks on the door in the mid-
dle of the night from thugs de-
manding money my husband 
owed them, stealing my own car 
back and driving backwards, try-
ing to miss the flying bullets. You 
name it; I just about dealt with 
it. Many times over the years, 
I walked into my house to find 
that every piece of furniture 
and every appliance was gone—
sold in exchange for drugs. I re-
member waking up one Christ-
mas Day to find that my babies’ 
gifts were gone, sold for drugs. 
Once, I frantically searched the 
streets of Tampa because my 
husband put our 6-year-old out 
of the car since it was “too dan-
gerous to take him to the crack 
house,” he said. This was before 
the days of cell phones. I don’t 
even remember how I found 
my baby boy. I could go on and 
on, but the only thing that mat-
ters is that one day, I accepted 
the truth that I had to forgive if 
I expected to move on with my 
life. I have since come to grips 
with the truth, that my now 
ex-husband was a good per-
son, who loved people. When 
he was straight, he would give 
away his last. When he was not, 
he would take another person’s 
last. I literally saw him take his 
shirt off and give it away. Once 
he pulled off his watch and gave 
it away, and then took my watch 
and gave it away, too. He had a 
heart of gold, but in addiction, 
he was the devil. Still, I had to 
find a way to forgive. I owed it 
to myself, my children, and my 
God.
