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The Opioid Crisis' Latest
Victims: Addicted Babies

(NewsUSA) - And now the
nation's opioid crisis is putting
newborn babies at risk.

The use of prescription
painkillers like OxyContin by
women during pregnancy has
resulted in what's being called
"an explosion" of infants as
addicted to the drugs as their
mothers. Newly published
data in JAMA Pediatrics shows
the number of cases of neona-
tal abstinence syndrome (NAS)
has risen five-fold in the U.S.
from 2000 to 2012 -- that's
nearly 22,000 affected infants
in that last year alone -- and
the reality behind those stats
is heart-wrenching.

"The babies, they really suf-
fer, just like adults do when
they withdraw from narcot-
ics," Dr. Terrie Inder, chair of
pediatric newborn medicine
at Boston's Brigham and Wom-
en's Hospital, told CBS News.
"The babies are very irrita-
ble and sometimes have high
heart rates, sweating, flushing,
diarrhea. They cry a lot."

Heightening experts' con-
cern:

* The crucial early "bond-
ing" between mother and child
is disrupted, given the babies'
average hospital stay of 24
days.

* The mothers -- often un-
aware of the potential collater-
al damage from the painkillers
they've been taking -- experi-
ence what Inder calls "anxiety
and guilt."

Back and neck discomfort
is especially common dur-
ing pregnancy since women's
postural changes can result in
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spine and pelvic pain. The open
question is whether this latest
development -- combined with
the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention's call last year
for physicians to dramatical-

ly curtail prescribing opioids --
will encourage more women to
seek alternatives like drug-free
chiropractic care.

"All chiropractors are
trained to work with women
who are pregnant," the Amer-
ican Pregnancy Association
says, lauding their expertise
in "establishing pelvic balance
and alignment."

Don't make these mistakes after a collision

(NewsUSA) - In the U.S.
alone, there are 10 million
car accidents every year, and
the tense moments following
a car accident, even a minor
one, can be scary and stress-
ful for everyone involved.

Drivers and passengers
can feel confused and un-
sure of what to do. Even the
most experienced and sea-
soned drivers can make ba-
sic mistakes after they have
been involved in a traumat-
ic event.

Simple, avoidable mis-
takes could cost you time and

money, or lead to personal,
medical and legal issues.

Here are some of the most
common mistakes to avoid
after a collision:

* Fleeing the scene: Leav-
ing the scene of an accident
could land you in serious le-
gal trouble. You may be in
shock, but the most impor-
tant thing to do is stay where
you are.

Check on your passen-
gers, and once you exit your
vehicle, check with the oth-
er driver involved in the ac-
cident.

Try to remain calm and
wait for law enforcement to
arrive on the scene. If it is
safe to do so, use your cell
phone to take photos of your
vehicle to document the
damage that resulted from
the accident while you wait
for police.

* Not reporting the acci-
dent:

Even if it's just a minor
collision, always report the
accident to the police. Never
let someone convince you to
avoid calling the police.

claim with your insurance
company later on, or if you
decide to pursue a legal
claim, not reporting the ac-
cident could hurt your case.
* Exchanging too much in-
formation: Do not share your
driver's license or who was
at fault with the other driv-
er; however, share this infor-
mation with the police along
with your current insurance.
Always exchange contact
information with the other

driver, get contact info from
any witnesses, and obtain
full insurance details from
other drivers involved in the
accident.

Make sure accurate infor-
mation is included in the po-
lice report, and ask for a copy
of the report to edit any in-
correct information.

* Failing to get medical ad-
vice: You may think that you
were lucky enough to escape
injury, but you should always
get a medical checkup after a
car accident, especially if you
hit your head.

Remember, only a medi-
cal professional can rule out
possible head trauma and
other serious injuries.

* Having your vehicle re-
paired at just any shop: You
might have to make a deci-
sion on-the-spot as to where
to have your vehicle re-
paired. Don't make a pan-
icked decision when it comes
to your safety.

neither party is considered
at fault for the dissolution of
the marriage. State or provin-
cial requirements may vary.
Some laws may require the
parties to live separate and
apart for a period of months
before the divorce is granted.
This period may be extended
if there are minor children of
the marriage. Talk to your Le-
galShield provider about the
laws where you live.

e Uncontested Divorce —
In an uncontested divorce
the parties agree on the dis-
tribution of property, terms
of support and custody with-
out court intervention. Just
because spouses agree to a
divorce does not mean the
divorce is uncontested; they
must also agree on all the di-
vorce settlement terms. Un-
contested divorces are less
costly and may benefit both
parties. It is important to
speak with an attorney, even
in cases of uncontested di-

e Contested Divorce -
Contested divorces are those
where there are disputes
over spousal support, child
support, property distribu-
tion, child custody or visita-
tion.

Attorneys may also
charge rates exceeding $250
per hour. Early mediation can
help reduce or eliminate the
contested issues, significant-
ly reducing the final cost of
the divorce.

er cost for everyone involved.

e Discovery — Contested
divorces in which spousal or
child support or distribution
of property is contested will
often include extensive dis-
covery of all the financial, in-
surance, retirement funds, in-
vestment funds, real estate,
car titles and employment re-
cords of each party for sever-
al years prior to the filing of
the divorce. The time and ex-
pense associated with discov-
ery will drastically increase
the cost of your divorce.

e Punishment — Divorce
proceedings are intended
only to dissolve the marriage,
distribute property and pro-
vide for the best interests of
the children. Courts will not
use the proceeding to “pun-
ish” a spouse. Discuss your
legal options with your attor-
ney to make sure your deci-
sions are based on legal merit
rather than anger and frus-
tration.

e Unpredictable Out-
comes — Some states do not
have a set formula for spou-
sal support or property divi-
sion in a contested divorce.
This may make contested di-
vorces in those state high-
ly unpredictable and costly.
Working out a settlement be-
fore going to court will help

avoid surprises.

e Attorney-Client Confi-
dentiality — Attorney-client
confidentiality protects di-
rect communication between
you and your attorney. These
communications, whether in
person, by phone or online,
cannot be used against you in
court. A breach of attorney-
client privilege can seriously
harm your divorce case. Avoid
discussing your case with any-
one other than your attorney.

e Social Media — Social
media posts and email com-
munications are increasingly
being used as evidence in di-
vorce and child custody cas-
es. These communications
are not protected by attor-
ney-client confidentiality. No
matter what your intention
when posting something on-
line, consider how it could
come back to haunt you in
court. The best advice is to
take a break from Facebook
or other social media during
a divorce or custody dispute.

There are many other is-
sues that affect the emotion-
al and financial cost of a di-
vorce.

ANSWER:
Hi Jim,

| appreciate your love of
the outdoors. Spending time
outside in the warmer sum-
mer months is one of my fa-
vorite things to do.

While there could be a few
different culprits for your heat
related issues, it sounds most
like what happens to people
that are dehydrated. It is real-

ly easy to become dehydrated
in the summer in Texas, espe-
cially since a majority of peo-
ple live in a constant state of
dehydration to begin with.
One of the quickest and
simplest cures for headaches
is water. Proper hydration im-
proves blood flow by chang-
ing the viscosity of the blood,
which helps decrease the oc-
currences of headaches.

This helps with the tired
factor in much the same way.
Improved blood flow helps

feed the cells in your body
more efficiently. When your
cells are nourished proper-
ly, they work better which
means they produce energy at
higher levels. A by-product of
this higher energy level is im-
proved sleep. Because you are
hydrated properly, your blood
is able to remove waste from
your cells properly. This also
allows your cells to work more
efficiently.

As far as the time you were
able to spend outside last
summer, hydration is key to
being outside in Texas during
the late spring, summer and
early fall months. Most people
hydrate improperly and this is
what gets them in trouble. If
you wait until you start sweat-
ing to drink water, it’s too late.

To properly hydrate, espe-
cially if you are doing anything
active outside, you need to
drink water long before going
outside. Incorporate a 3 hour
rule into your summer outings.
What this means is you want
to be fully hydrated 3 hours
before going outside. You can
easily tell if you are simply by

going to the bathroom. If your
urine is clear and lightly tinted
then you are properly hydrat-
ed. If there is anything more
than a light tint to it you need
water. From that 3 hour mark,
continue drinking water at a
rate of about 2 ounces every
15-20 minutes. That is enough
to keep you hydrated as your
body continues to filter fluid
out of your body.

And don’t forget to contin-
ue drinking water while you

are outside in the summer.
Getting ahead of the hydra-
tion curve is important but
you have to stay there as well.

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Michael McCoy named first
African American Dougherty
County Administrator

Growing up on Pine
Street in Waco with his
parents, James and Elea-
nor McCoy, by way of his
grandmother, who lived
on Hood Street, Michael
A. McCoy was a product of
the East Waco and North
Waco cultures. A graduate
of Waco High, he is now a
resident of Albany, Geor-
gia, where he recently cel-
ebrated a historic first.

On Monday, January
7, 2019, the Dougherty
County Commission an-
nounced McCoy as Dough-
erty County administrator,
the first African American
to ever gain this distinc-
tion. Commissioner Vic-
tor Edwards made the mo-
tion and Commissioner
Lamar Hudgins seconded
it. Chairman Chris Cohilas
and Commissioners Lamar
Hudgins, Victor Edwards,
Clinton Johnson, Russell
Gray and Anthony Jones
endorsed him.

McCoy’s service to
Dougherty County began
more than 20 years ago at
the County Landfill. He lat-
er became the solid waste
director. This position uti-
lized skills he learned se-
curing his bachelor’s de-
gree at Prairie View A& M
University. When McCoy
was later tapped to serve
as Interim  Dougherty
County Administrator, his
supervisor Richard Crow-
dis, noted the same lead-
ership and organizational
skills that McCoy learned
when he earned his mas-
ter’s degree in public ad-
ministration at Clark At-
lanta University. These

skills coalesced in January
2017 when two devastat-
ing storms hit Albany and
injured Crowdis, sidelining
him from work.

McCoy worked diligent-
ly with multijurisdiction-
al entities within a high-
pressured environment to
address the critical needs
of the community via the
Emergency Operations
Center. In May 2018, his
efforts were recognized.
Among the 22 entries re-
ceived, American Public
Works Association, Geor-
gia Chapter, named McCoy
the Administrative Manag-
er of the Year by the Amer-
ican Public Works Associa-
tion, Georgia Chapter.

Dougherty County wel-
comes McCoy’s profes-
sionalism and demon-
strated community service
as he assists the coun-
ty in moving forward to
a brighter future. McCoy
and his wife, Mona, are
the proud parents of two
Dougherty County pub-
lic school students, Myles
and Madison.
