Choosing humility

Humility is a do-it-yourself 
job. You may humiliate yourself 
through some ill-thought out 
behavior or even deem that an-
other has humiliated you - usu-
ally by their having seen a chink 
in your armor - but choosing to 
be humble - in the face of great 
accomplishment or heart-
breaking failure - is a personal 
choice, rooted in a true under-
standing of humanity.

Humble is derived from the 
Latin word humilis, meaning 
low or lowly and is the same 
root word in humus (ground) 
and homo (man). Humus… hu-
man… humility; all have the 
same root word. Humility is 
recognizing our humanness. 
We humans are on equal foot-
ing - good and bad, positive 
and negative, giving and self-
ish, shadow and light sides. It 
takes humility to accept both 
in self and others.

There are five ways of deal-
ing with humiliating situations; 
the first three comes to us 
rather naturally and are more 
destructive than constructive. 
Doing those things that come 
naturally often gets us into big 

“I’m right!”
3. Passive-Aggressive: in-

direct, sneaky, underhanded, 
sabotage; mentally says, “I’ll 
give in, but I’ll get you.” “Got-
cha!”

4. Assertive: open, hon-
est, mature, mutual respect; 
the mental attitude is, “I have 
worth and value and you have 
worth and value.” “We may 
disagree and I’ll still hold you 
in high regard.”

5. Overlook: Recognizing 
personal limits and making 
healthy choices. The mental at-
titude is “Live and let live.” “ I 
choose to forgive.”

Learning to overlook an of-
fence requires humility.

There are two questions 
that can never correctly be an-
swered “Yes”. One is, “Are you 
asleep?” The other is, “Are you 
humble?” To answer in the af-
firmative belies reality.

One may think of self as 
being humble, yet has diffi-
culty accepting a simple com-
pliment. It takes humility to 
graciously receive a flattering 
remark even though you may 
think your performance not up 
to par or deem your hairdo as 
the worst cut ever. To respond 
in a self-depreciating stance, to 
deny another’s assessment or 
to launch into defense of the 
defect is actually to lapse into 
a false humility. 

Learning to graciously re-
spond in humiliating situations 
requires rigorous self-honesty. 
You cannot become truly hon-
est and examine your actions 
and attitudes while in self-de-
nial. As long as you stay in de-
nial, you deceive yourself into 
believing your actions and at-
titudes are right. Remove face-
saving masques and allow hon-
esty to give fresh perspective.

When you, with God's grace, 
choose to get honest and to 
change, you begin to like you. 
You be are working on the 
do-it-yourself project of being 
humble.

African-Americans at 
higher risk for stroke

(NewsUSA) - Each year, 
more than 780,000 Ameri-
cans suffer a stroke. It is 
the third leading cause of 
death and a leading cause 
of long-term disability in 
the United States. African-
Americans suffer more 
severe strokes than white 
Americans, and tend to 
have a higher rate of risk 
factors such as high blood 
pressure and smoking. 
Many people do not know 
the symptoms or what 
to do when they witness 
someone having a stroke. 
The following information 
is provided to you by the 
National Institute of Neu-
rological Disorders and 
Stroke (NINDS). "For Afri-
can-Americans, stroke is 
more common and more 
deadly -- even in young 
and middle-aged adults 
-- than for any other eth-
nic or racial group in the 
country. It is critical to 
recognize the symptoms 
of a stroke, call 9-1-1, and 
get to a hospital quickly," 
said Salina Waddy, M.D., 
program director, Office 
of Minority Health and Re-
search, NINDS. "The good 
news is that treatments 
are available that can save 
people's lives and improve 
their chances for success-
ful recovery." A stroke oc-
curs when blood flow to 
the brain is interrupted 
or if bleeding occurs in or 
around the brain. Brain 
cells die when deprived 
of oxygen and nutrients 
provided by blood. Be-
cause a stroke injures the 
brain, if you are having a 
stroke, you may not realize 
what is happening. But to 
a bystander the signs of a 
stroke are distinct: * Sud-
den numbness or weak-
ness of the face, arm or leg 

(especially on one side of 
the body) * Sudden confu-
sion, trouble speaking or 
understanding speech * 
Sudden trouble seeing in 
one or both eyes * Sud-
den trouble walking, diz-
ziness or loss of balance 
or coordination * Sudden 
severe headache with no 
known cause In treating 
a stroke, every minute 
counts. Treatments are 
available that greatly re-
duce the damage caused 
by a stroke. But you need 
to arrive at the hospital 
within 60 minutes after 
symptoms start in order to 
receive some treatments. 
Knowing the symptoms of 
a stroke, making note of 
the time of the first stroke 
symptom, and getting to 
the hospital quickly can 
help you act in time to save 
yourself -- or someone you 
know -- from serious long-
term disability. 

Making changes in your 
lifestyle can help prevent 
stroke. The NINDS, part 
of the National Institutes 
of Health, is dedicated to 
research and education 
on the causes, treatments 
and prevention of stroke. 
Risk factors include high 
blood pressure, diabe-
tes, heart disease, fam-
ily history of stroke, high 
cholesterol, and being 
overweight. Talk to your 
doctor and let him or her 
know about the concerns 
you may have about the 
risk factors of stroke. Find 
out your risks and take ac-
tion. More information on 
stroke, including how to 
reduce risk factors, is avail-
able in the NINDS materi-
als.

them.”
With Spring Break in the air, 

Two-time Nichols encourages 
parents to explore their chil-
dren’s future. “Find out what 
goals your children plan on 
achieving when they grow up. 
Take them to the library, read 
and check out books related 
to those dreams. Find places 
nearby where they can see 
people who are doing what 
they want to one day do. Visit 
museums and memorials. Take 
a field trip to your local stores 
and parks. Find opportunities 
for building success. Allow 
children an opportunity to ex-
perience what they want to 
become.”

Parenting evolves with ev-
ery new generation. Nichols 

and staff must expect success. 
“When it comes to my child’s 
education, the teacher and 
I employ emails and phone 
calls. I may pop in for a surprise 
visit and have lunch with my 
daughter.” Nichols is adamant 
that children should be in-
volved with activities in schools 
and the community, and they 
should volunteer their services. 

And as citizens, “we all must 
exercise our voting rights. We 
need to attend town hall meet-
ings and get to know local 
politicians.” Two-time Nichols 
is looking forward to inviting 
politicians to speak with sin-
gle parents at a forum as the 
next election year approaches. 
“Knowing how politicians vote 
reveals what is important to 

what they want their children 
to be. “That includes every-
thing from the way I walk, the 
way I talk, the books I read, 
and the books, magazines, 
mailings, and papers I allow in 
my home. I have to be mind-
ful of the people in and out of 
my home, the way I dress, the 
shows on TV that I watch, mu-
sic I listen to, and everything 
else in between.” 

When she must consider 
finances, Nichols says people 
should live within their means. 
Being a student, parent, and 
volunteer, Nichols finds that 
scheduling and completing 
tasks leave very little free time, 
or time for sleeping and get-
ting a proper night’s rest. She 
recalled, “I had people that 
saw what I was doing. There 
were times when my child 
went to the job with me. Peo-
ple offered to help, and I took 
them up on their offers. My 
daughter had to sometimes 
go to school with me.

The more 
I did to improve my situation, 
the more people supported 
me, so now, I pay it forward. 
That’s what I want to do with 
this group.” 

There are single parents 
who may never accept help 
from others including families, 
but Nichols advises anyone, to 
“find a support. It doesn’t mat-
ter if you find it in a church, 
through the community, or 
school. Get your children in-
volved in something they find 
interesting. As a single parent, 
if there is an emergency, your 
children will need someone to 
lean on or call for support. We 
are here for each other. Find 
support.”

As far as education is con-
cerned, says Nichols, teachers

In addition to restricting 
existing voters, many states 
also restrict the voting rights 
of men and women who 
were convicted of a felony, 
but have repaid their debt 
to society. Eleven states still 
continue the practice of 
restricting voting rights of 
those who have served pris-
on time.

Attorney General Eric 
Holder said earlier this year 
that the practice disenfran-
chises African-American 
citizens, and other racial mi-
norities.

When the Supreme Court 
gutted the Voting Rights Act, 
its majority held that the 
oversight of voting practices 
in states was no longer nec-
essary. This is far from the 
truth.

Perhaps, there will come a 
day when we no longer need 
the government to provide 
protections for racial mi-
norities. That day has not yet 
come. And until it comes, 
our government must en-
sure fairness and equality in 
voting for all of our citizens, 
and our citizens must be vig-
ilant to fight to protect this 
constitutional right.

not allow it to be further 
weakened or discarded.

The Texas Legislature has 
yet to draw redistricting 
maps that give minorities a 
fair chance of electing minor-
ity representatives to Con-
gress in areas where minor-
ity representation is clearly 
warranted. That is why I am 
currently participating in 
litigation demanding that mi-
nority voters be treated fairly 
in Texas.

I am in full support of the 
proposed legislation written 
by Democratic Congressman 
John Conyers and Republi-
can Representative James 
Sensenbrenner that would 
require certain states to seek 
approval from the Justice 
Department before making 
changing in its voting prac-
tices.

America has endured a 

long and painful history of 
voter disenfranchisement. 
There were times when mi-
nority citizens were forced 
to pay poll taxes before they 
could exercise the right to 
vote. Many died in the fight 
against discriminatory laws 
and practices to secure the 
right to participate in Amer-
ica’s democracy. I have also 
experienced the unjust prac-
tices of voter disenfranchise-
ment during my youth under 
the Jim Crow laws in Texas.

In June of 2013, a five 
to four majority ruling by 
the United States Supreme 
weakened the Voting Rights 
Acts of 1965.

The ruling allowed states 
like Texas, with a long his-
tory of discriminatory vot-
ing practices, to reinstate 
practices, such as stricter 
voter identification laws that 
are designed specifically to 
dilute the number of mi-
nority and student voters. 
During the 2014 Texas State 
Republican Convention held 
in North Texas, a platform 
was released requesting that 
the Voting Rights Law be re-
pealed in its entirety. The 
law, against which they have 
waged a war, is a historic 
piece of legislation signed 
into law by a Texan, former 
President Lyndon Baines 
Johnson.

The Voting Rights Law is 
recognized by fair-minded 
citizens as one of the most 
important pieces of civil 
rights legislation in our na-
tion’s history, and we must

Without coverage or an 
exemption, you'll have to pay 
a penalty for each month you 
were not insured. This penal-
ty is calculated and reported 
on your tax return. In gen-
eral, the payment amount is

How will individual shared 
responsibility affect your return?

(NewsUSA) - Unless you've 
been way out of touch, you 
probably know that a key 
part of the Affordable Care 
Act (ACA) requires that tax-
payers have qualifying health 
care coverage. Those with-
out will need to qualify for 
an exemption, or pay a pen-
alty. This "Individual Shared 
Responsibility" provision ap-
plies to both individuals and 
families. So, while preparing 
your tax return this year, 
here are some things you 
ought to know. 

If in 2014, you, your 
spouse and everyone else on 
your tax return (dependents) 
had "minimum essential cov-
erage," which includes most 
employer-sponsored plans, 
as well as programs such as 
Medicare, Medicaid, CHIP 
and insurance purchased 
through the Health Insur-
ance Marketplace, you're in 
fine shape. Just check the 
appropriate box that says 
you are insured for the full 
year. If there were months 
that someone on your re-

the filing threshold for your 
filing status, or $95 per per-
son ($47.50 per person un-
der 18 years old). This caps 
at a family maximum of $285 
for 2014. 

You'll owe half the annual 
payment for each month you 
or another person on your 
return doesn't have either 
qualifying health care or 
an exemption. Sound com-
plicated? Taxes are. That's 
why so many taxpayers are 
thrilled to turn their taxes 
over to a paid preparer. 

If that's your plan this 
year, be careful to make sure 
your preparer is licensed and 
required to complete con-
tinuing education to keep up 
with the changing tax code.

Tips to help seniors
conquer stress

ers retire from their jobs 
at unprecedented rates in 
the U.S., you'd think they'd 
be spending their free time 
with friends, lingering over 
the morning newspaper and 
coffee or taking January va-
cations in a warm place.

Nearly 3,000 colleges 
and universities in the U.S.

Credit-by-exam: 
Higher education's 
best-kept secret

(NewsUSA) - For most 
college students, the path 
to earning credit typically 
involves several weeks of 
listening to lectures, taking 
notes, completing assign-
ments and passing a mid-
term and final exam. But if 
you could earn that credit 
in less time and at a fraction 
of the cost of taking a for-
mal course, would you be 
interested?
